Put signs up with house rules that must be followed

Put out some water and food

Designate one party entrance to monitor people entering

Be an 'upstander' if you are concerned about someone

Call someone or 911 if the party starts to get out of control

Keep the party inside to control the noise

Watch your guests for signs of possible alcohol poising. Call 911 if

you are concerned

Make sure your guests get home safely - you are liable

Do a big clean up and check nothing spilled into neighbors property

Check in with your neighbors
